Construction is now under-
way in the MCHS gymnasium.
The old gym floor has been
removed, and a new one is cur-
rently being installed.

The efforts to install a new
gym floor began two years ago.
With a total cost of $104,350,
many fundraisers were needed
to pay for the renovations. The
Rebounders Club and basketball
team members raised money by
selling barbeque and holding a
middle school dance. Former
players and students, parents,
and local businesses donated
most of the money. The School
Board also donated $75,000
dollars.

The old floor was glued
directly to the concrete making

it very hard. The new floor will
absorb more of the shock from
running and jumping.
“Hopefully the new floor will
cut down on injuries,” says
ladies basketball coach Jerry
Lott. The new floor will also
brighten up the gym, as the old
floor had become very dark.
Due to TSSAA rules against
practicing at this time of the
year, construction in the gym
has not hindered MCHS bas-
ketball teams. It has, however,
interfered with the MCHS vol-
leyball schedule. The team is
having to delay practice forty-
five minutes so that the players
can travel to Bethel Springs
Elementary, where they are now
holding practices. Home games
in the month of August are also
being play in the Bethel Springs

gymnasium.

Lifetime Wellness classes are
also being affected. Students are
temporarily using the band hall
as a place to exercise while the
gym is undergoing changes.

Sports Floors Inc. of Memphis
began renovations on July 5th.
Changes are expected to take
six weeks. At this time, con-
struction on the floor is about
70 percent complete, and the
gym is expected to be ready for
use by August 25th.

Players and coaches are anx-
ious to begin using the new
court. “The new floor really
updates our gym,” says boys
basketball coach Steve Forsythe.
“It is something we can be
proud of.”
